As the structure settles because of shrinkage and construction loading, the threaded
portion under the head of the screw ratchets up through the tabs of the TUW, which is
fastened with Simpson Strong-Tie Strong-Drive SD Connector screws. The interlock
between the tabs of the take-up washer and the threads under the head of the SDWF
prevent the screw from sliding back under load, providing a simple yet reliable means of
shrinkage compensation for up to 19mm per story.
